. “To understand God is finally to realize one’s own godhood.” This person indicated that Jesus was not God
but “simply a man who knew the laws of God,” who wanted believers to “realize the Christ within their
own consciousness.”

. “Remember that you are Gods in the Making.”

. “Ye are part and parcel of all Universal Consciousness, or God.... Ye are as a corpuscle in the body of God;
thus a co-creator with Him.”

. Humans are “co-creators in an ever-unfolding creation...” / “The divinity in us breaks through not only as
creators and co-creators but especially as prophets...”

Were you surprised by how many non-god people claim godhood? As that list grew (and more names could’ve been
included!), I almost fell down to shout King Asa’s prayer: “Help us, O Lord our God, for we rely on you, and in your

name we have come against this vast army.” (2 Chronicles 14:11)

Those quoted above, as well as their followers, are confused about the one true God. But demons aren’t! They’re in no
doubt whatsoever about the power of the Lord Almighty, who said, “I am the first and I am the last; apart from me
there is no God.... Is there any God besides me? No, there is no other Rock; I know not one” (Isaiah 44:6, 8). Oh
yes, the demons know who he is—“and shudder.” (James 2:19)

We have the privilege of choosing to be under the Lord Almighty of the Bible, who not only has all power but also wants
us with him. “We know that we [that is, believers] are children of God, and that the whole world is under the control of
the evil one. We know also that the Son of God has come and has given us understanding, so that we may know him who
is true. And we are in him who is true—even in his Son Jesus Christ. He is the true God and eternal life” (1 John 5:19,
20). Amen!
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
